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I. PARAMETER GOAL 

a. To educate and define for the workforce on the definition of General Neglect 
as defined by AB 2085 and SB 1085. 

b. AB 2085: The Child Abuse and Neglect Reporting Act (CANRA) establishes 
procedures for the reporting and investigation of suspected child abuse or 
neglect.  CANRA requires certain professionals, known as “mandated 
reporters,” to report known or reasonably suspected child abuse or neglect 
to a local law enforcement agency or county welfare or probation 
department, within certain timeframes.  Under existing law, CANRA defines 
“general neglect” as the negligent failure of a person having the care or 
custody of a child to provide adequate food, clothing, shelter, medical care, 
or supervision where no physical injury to the child has occurred. 

i. Assembly Bill 2085 (AB 2085), which took effect on January 1, 2023, 
revises the definition of general neglect by narrowing it to 
circumstances in which the child is at substantial risk of suffering 
serious physical harm or illness.  AB 2085 further provides that 
general neglect does not include a parent’s economic disadvantage. 
Legislation Information AB 2085. 

c. SB 1085:  Seeks to protect and keep families together by redefining the 
definition of neglect. When determining child “neglect” in Juvenile 
Dependency Court (Court) hearings, the overly broad definition can put 
families at risk. This bill will provide critical protection for California’s families 
vulnerable to separation based on factors such as poverty, homelessness, 
and a lack of access to basic resources. Fact Sheet SB 1085 

d. It is intended to ensure compliance with applicable laws and to protect 
children from harm while promoting a focus on community-based supports 
to reduce disproportionality and avoid unnecessary removal of children from 
families due to economic hardship. The current model of mandated 
reporting “is not designed to prevent child abuse and neglect by 
strengthening protective factors and connecting families in need to 
supportive resources.” Furthermore, the current model perpetuates “the 
starting point for the overwhelming overrepresentation of children and 
families of color, particularly Black children, and families.” Data from 
Supporting Families shows that:  

i. Black children comprise only 7.7% of LA County’s General 
population, but they are the subject of 19% of all reports made to the 
Child Protection Hotline.

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ii. A 2020 analysis found that 1 in 3 Black and Native American children 
in LA County were reported to the Child Protection Hotline by their 
fifth birthday.  

iii. Black children are more likely to be placed in foster care and 
experience negative outcomes while in care compared to other 
races.  

e. Review DMH Policy 303.02 and 303.02-P about reporting suspected child 
abuse and neglect. 

 

II. TERMINOLOGY 

a. "Anti-Racism” means “the active process of identifying and eliminating 
racism by changing systems, organizational structures, policies and 
practices and attitudes, so that power [and resources are] redistributes and 
shared equitably.” (National Action Committee on the Status of Women 
International Perspectives: Women and Global Solidarity)  

b. “Anti-Racism, Diversity, Inclusion (ARDI) Initiative” is an initiative passed in 
July 2020 by the Los Angeles County Board of Supervisors to establish an 
Anti-Racist Los Angeles County Policy Agenda to address “generational 
inequality and system anti-Black racism.”  

c. “Equity” refers to the “idea that differences matter and that systems must be 
balanced to distribute resources and opportunities needed to reach equal 
outcomes by treating everyone justly according to their circumstances.”  

d. “General neglect” means the negligent failure of a parent/caregiver having 
the care or custody of a child to provide adequate food, clothing, shelter, 
medical care, or supervision where no physical injury to the child has 
occurred, but the child is at substantial risk of suffering serious physical 
harm or illness. 

i. Substantial risk means that without intervention, the child is likely to 
experience serious harm in the future. 

ii. Parent/caregiver's economic disadvantage is not general neglect. 

iii. Economic disadvantage refers to situations where families do not 
have enough money or resources to meet their daily basic needs.  

1. For considerations of economic disadvantage, see Section III. 
Measures (Assessment) and Section IX, Resources.

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e. “Mandated reporters are individuals who are legally bound to make reports 
of known or suspected child abuse or neglect. They include numerous 
categories of persons who, because of the nature of their position, are more 
likely to become aware of child abuse or neglect. A full list of mandated 
reporters is contained in California Penal Code section 11165.7.”  DMH 
Policy 303.02 identifies the following workforce members are identified as 
mandated reporters: 

i. Employees 
ii. Legal entities practitioners 
iii. Fee-for-service (FFS) practitioners 
iv. Locum tenens, 
v. Interns,  
vi. Trainees, 
vii. Volunteers, 
viii. Contract workers, and 
ix. Other persons, paid or unpaid, whose conduct in the performance of 

work for the Department or its offices, program, or facilities is under 
the direct control of the Department, office, or program, regardless of 
whether they are paid or unpaid by the Department/County.   

f. “Reasonable suspicion” means that it is objectively reasonable for a person 
to entertain a suspicion, based upon facts that could cause a reasonable 
person in a like position, drawing, when appropriate, on the person’s training 
and experience, to suspect child abuse or neglect. “Reasonable suspicion” 
does not require certainty that child abuse or neglect has occurred, nor does 
it require a specific medical indication of child abuse or neglect; any 
“reasonable suspicion” is sufficient. For purposes of this article, the 
pregnancy of a minor does not, in and of itself, constitute a basis for a 
reasonable suspicion of sexual abuse. 

g. “Severe neglect” means the negligent failure of a person having the care or 
custody of a child to protect the child from severe malnutrition or medically 
diagnosed nonorganic failure to thrive. “Severe neglect” also means those 
situations of neglect where any person having the care or custody of a child 
willfully causes or permits the person or health of the child to be placed in a 
situation such that their person or health is endangered as proscribed by 
Section 11165.3, including the intentional failure to provide adequate food, 
clothing, shelter, or medical care.

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III. MEASURES 

a. Utilize the Child and Adolescent Needs and Strengths (CANS) tool to 
identify the caregivers’ strengths and areas of resources and needs. 
Prioritize their needs on the Problem List. 

b. Staff are encouraged to review the General Neglect Decision Tree for 
Mandated Reporters as a guide.  

IV. TREATMENT PLANNING 

a. Staff are encouraged to refer families in need to various community-based 
support services, including public benefits programs, family resource 
centers, faith-based organizations, and other programs offering concrete 
economic support. 

b. Emphasis should be placed on assisting families in obtaining basic needs, 
reducing financial stress, and addressing factors contributing to economic 
insecurity. 

V. PROVISION OF SERVICE 

The following highlights general timeframes for linkage to services as outlined in 
the LAC DMH Access to Care policy (it is recommended that the policy be read in 
its entirety for): 

a. If a client or potential client who requests services appears to be in need of 
emergent services, they need shall be addressed as soon as possible and 
in cases within the same day as the request.  

b. If the client or potential client is in need of urgent services, an appointment 
shall be offered within 48 hours unless pre-authorization for the service is 
required.  If pre-authorization is required, the appointment shall be offered 
within 96 hours. 

c. If screening/triage indicates the client or potential client is in need of 
expedited services (e.g., in distress, has run out of medications, or is about 
to run out of medications), an appointment shall be offered in such a time 
as to prevent significant deterioration in mental health status. 

d. If the client or potential client is being discharged or has been recently 
discharged from an acute psychiatric inpatient facility, jail, or juvenile justice 
facility, an appointment shall be offered within five (5) business days from 
the discharge date or date of request (if after the discharge date and within 
seven (7) days of discharge).

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e. If a referral is scheduled through the ACCESS Appointment Line and 
designated as “priority”, an appointment shall be offered with the 
appropriate level of staff within five (5) business days of the referral. 

f. If the client or potential client requests routine Mental Health Services 
(MHS), Targeted Case Management (TCM), or Medication Support 
Services (MSS) not requiring a psychiatrist, an appointment shall be offered 
within 10 business days from the request date. 

g. If the client or potential client requests routine MSS from a psychiatrist, an 
appointment shall be offered within 15 business days from the request date.   

h. The appointment times for routine services may be extended beyond the 10 
or 15 business day standard in certain circumstances identified in the policy.  

VI. OUTCOMES AND MONITORING 

a. Per the LAC DMH Access to Care policy, a Notice of Adverse Benefit 
Determination (NOABD) shall be issued when the Los Angeles County 
Department of Mental Health (DMH) System of Care is unable to serve a 
beneficiary within the time frames stated in this policy and in accord with 
LAC DMH Policy 200.04 (LAC DMH Access to Care policy). 
 

b. Each provider shall implement quality review procedures, including 
corrective actions, to  ensure appointments are offered within the time 
frames established by this policy (LAC DMH Access to Care policy). 
 

c. The Quality Assurance Unit shall monitor timely access for the DMH System 
of Care on a  quarterly basis or more frequently (LAC DMH Access to Care 
policy). 

VII. STAFF TRAINING 

a. Trainings should include topics that cover the challenges of initiating 
referrals, such as emotional responses for mandated reporters, best 
practices of initiating reports such as collaborating with parents/caregivers, 
referral and linkage, and more.

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VIII. SUPERVISION AND CONSULTATION 

a. To better support staff, supervisors must have knowledge of, and/or access 
to, local community resources that are available for the families served.  

b. The Countywide Supervisors Forum should be leveraged as a platform to 
share resources. Additionally, a dedicated Countywide Supervisors Teams 
Channel should be created to centralize and maintain resources. 

c. Team members and Supervisors are encouraged to actively participate in 
community forums, such as events, SALT meetings, Health 
Neighborhoods, Clergy Advisory, and more to be aware of available 
resources.

This virtual training will cover referrals 
to supportive resources, how to identify neglect that stems from poverty, and how to balance 
reporting requirements with supporting families.

This seminar will strengthen the child abuse reporting skills of staff members and 
administrators in their work with families of color. This seminar will work towards that goal by 
exploring a brief history of child protective services and its role in society, reviewing the legal 
obligations and ethical standards related to child abuse reporting, examining of racial/ethnic 
disparities in the child welfare system, considering the role of culture in parenting practices, 
and assessing of how implicit and explicit bias may impact child abuse reporting decisions.

California state regulations are clear that a positive toxicology screen (either prenatally or at 
the time of birth) in and of itself does not indicate the need for a report to child protective 
services. Healthcare providers in Los Angeles County should complete this Newborn Risk 
Assessment (NRA) for Substance-Affected Newborns developed by the Los Angeles County 
Department of Children and Family Services. Completing the NRA will help healthcare 
providers assess for additional risk factors posed by the infant/family and determine if there is 
a need to consult and/or make a report to the Child Protection Hotline.
